Homework

Create a Face made from pieces of Fruit.

Go online (Google Images / Search Tools > size > large) and acquire large images of fruit to be used to create a face.  Copy the images and place them in your Photoshop file and make quality selections as you were taught in class extracting the shapes you need to create your project.  Be sure the images are large enough so that you can work with them, you can tell if they are too small when you paste them into your file.  You can always make something smaller (control + T) and it will be ok, but not bigger, it will destroy the image.  You may also modify and adjust the pieces, but not too much, they still need to look like fruit up close.

Take your time and make a master piece, have fun and hone your selection and layer composition skills. When you are done Crop it nice and close and save as a PSD as FirstName_LastName-Fruit.  Then make a copy to submit for the Assignment.  Flatten the image, resize it to 695px and export/Save for web, and save it as a jpg with a compression of about 50.
